Our country is blessed with great musical talent and the
necessary skills to greet the turn of the century. Through
our own efforts we have chosen not to be isolated - we
need look no further than the achievements of
Goossens, Tintner, Mackerras, Pikler, our composers and
the new breed of performer-composer. We should, and
we do, play European “art” music but we also need to
continue to produce experimental music of our own.

The renaissance of the performer-composer in recent
seasons has provided a lively inspiration, more
especially because the new breed of virtuosi knows its
ensemble, as well as its solo, repertoire well; its
computers, as well as diverse improvisational
techniques.
